Generally, if 
the strip is less than three feet wide, 
only grass and low-growing ground 
cover may be planted there. Dwarf 
compact shrubs are permitted on 
strips from three to six feet wide. 
Trees may be planted on wider 
strips, but must conform to VDOT 
guidelines.

The County=s Noise Ordinance for-
bids excessive noise from musical 
instruments, radios, televisions or 
other noise-making devices, as well 
as disturbances by barking dogs or 
other noisy domestic animals. Com-
plaints can be reported to the Police 
department at 703-691-2131 at any 
time, or to the Zoning Enforcement 
office at 703-246-1300 between 8 
am and 4:30 pm weekdays. 
 
Junk Vehicles ... In Fairfax County, 
it is unlawful to keep inoperative 
motor vehicles, trailers or semi 
trailers on any property unless they 
are kept within a fully enclosed 
building or completely screened. 
AInoperative@ is defined as a vehi-
cles that is incapable of starting and 
moving by its own power. A motor 
vehicle, trailer or semi trailer which 
is not in operating condition may be 
reported to the Impoundment Sec-
tion of the County Police Depart-
ment at 703-280-0587. 
 
House Numbers ... a county ordi-
nance requires that house numbers 
be clearly visible from the road. 
This measure was adopted to ensure 
that residences could be identified 
easily in case of emergency. 
 
Hazardous Waste ... The Fire and 
Rescue Department operates a 
Household Hazardous Waste Pro-
gram with collection points and 
times for citizens to bring items as 
oil-based paints and pesticides.

According to Virginia law, bicy-
cles — both manual and motor-
powered — are subject to the same 
regulations as any other vehicle. 
With the exception of registration 
and inspection. 
 

Bicycle riders must travel on the right-hand side 
of the road and obey all traffic lights and signs, 
including speed limits. Bicycles must not be rid-
den on private property without the permission of 
the property owner. In addition, all bicycle riders 
14 years of age and younger must wear protective 
helmets that meet certain standards spelled out in 
the Virginia Code. Anyone operating or riding as 
a passenger on a moped on a public street or 
highway also is required to wear a helmet meet-
ing such standards. Moped operators must either 
have their moped equipped with safety glass or a 
windshield or wear an eye protective device such 
as a face shield, safety glasses or goggles of a 
type meeting Virginia Code requirements. 
 

Bicycles must be equipped with lights and reflec-
tors for night travel. In addition, county Police 
urge that riders wear light colored clothing at 
night and keep bicycle equipment in good work-
ing condition, particularly the brakes. 
 

To find out if a lost or stolen bicycle has been 
turned in to the county Police Department, call 
the Property Section, 703-246-2786.  Reasonable 
proof of ownership must be presented.
