tecturally sound and appropriate
to the surroundings, and compati-
ble with architectural characteris-
tics of the property, the surround-
ing properties, and the neighbor-
hood setting. Quality of work-
manship, architectural style, ma-
terials, colors and construction
details must be consistent and in
harmony with the existing struc-
tures.”

— ACC Guidelines and Standards,
Section 4.2 Definitions.

Program
Helping our neighbors, near and far...

On Saturday, May 31st, residents
in Franklin Farm and neighboring
communities will have an opportu-
nity to possibly save a life through
participating in a bone marrow
screening from 10 AM until 3 PM
at the Franklin Farm Community
Center at Still Pond, 12700 Frank-
lin Farm Road, Oak Hill, VA.
Screening takes about 45 minutes.

The free screening on May 31st is
made possible through funds raised
from the annual Fair Lakes 8K
Race 2K Walk, which will be held
this year on Sunday, September
7th at 8:30 AM in Fair Lakes.
Starting point in 12500 Driveway
to the Peterson Co, near Kohl’s.

You must be between 18 and 60
years of age to be screened. Your
name is entered into the National
Marrow Donor Program (NMDP)
registry, which is searched daily
for marrow matches that might be
the only chance at life for a patient
suffering from Leukemia, Aplastic
Anemia or some other blood-
related disorder.

If you miss this opportunity and
would like to be placed on this na-
tional registry, please visit the
website: www.marrow.org, or call
the National Marrow Donor Pro-
gram at 1-800-627-7692.

You might
consider a neighbor in the Franklin
Farm community, Mary Hope,
whose son was given a new life
through a marrow donor from
Michigan. Robbie Hope has now
celebrated ten years of wellness,
thanks to a man named Kevin.
