Grapefruits are $14 per small carton or

If I only had a nickel 
for every time I have heard that phrase from 
my children over the years….If your answer 
is like mine – “I don’t know” – then you may 
be interested in reading on.   
 
For those times when you don’t feel like 
cooking  but don’t feel like dining in a  
restaurant, the logical answer is take-out. 
 
The usual suspects for take-out are pizza,  
Chinese foot, or subs. Yet, there are tasty  
alternatives to those that surprisingly can be 
found at your local supermarket. You can  
put together a meal from freshly prepared 
foods just around the corner at Giant. If you 
are willing to travel a few miles, you can get  
a wide variety of  prepared foods Harris  
Teeter, Sutton Place Gourmet, or, my personal 
favorite, Whole Foods (formerly Fresh 
Fields.)   
 
These three markets are  located within mere 
blocks of each other.
